,Harmonika Fest” je prvi Medunarodni muzicki festival za harmoniku
u Crnoj Gori. Osnovan je 2010. godine na Cetinju, gdje se i odrzavao
do 2014. godine. Od tada festival do¢ekuje ucesnike i publiku u pre-
lijepom primorskom gradu Tivtu. ,,Harmonika Fest” predstavlja pro-
fesionalnu manifestaciju koja afirmise harmonikase svih profila i nje-
guje umjetnicko sviranje na harmonici. Festival organizuje Nevladino
udruzenje ,,Harmonika Montenegrina“ iz Podgorice.

Na festivalu su nastupila najznacajnija svjetska imena iz oblasti klasi¢-
ne harmonike: Juri Sigkin, Sergej Osokin, Renco Ruderi, Pavel Fenjuk,
Vladimir Murza, Petar Mari¢, Nikola Pekovi¢, Semjon Smeljkov, Ro-
man Zbanov, Dominik Emorin, i mnogi drugi. U okviru festivala na cje-
lovecernjim koncertima nastupaju i istaknuti svjetski umjetnici, kao
Sto je Stjepan Hauser, jedan od najuspjesnijih violoncelista danasnjice
koji je odrzao koncert 2010. godine na prvoj ediciji festivala.

Vazan segment festivala Cine i majstorske radionice za ucenike nizih i
srednjih muzickih Skola, kao i za studente sa Muzicke akademije sa od-
sijeka za harmoniku.

“Harmonika Fest” is the first International Music Festival for Accor-
dion in Montenegro. It was founded in 2010 in Cetinje, where it was
held until 2014. Since then the festival hosts all participants and au-
dience in beautiful Adriatc town Tivat. “Harmonika Fest” is a pro-
fessional manifestation that affirms accordionists of all profiles and
cherishes artistic playing on accordion. The festival is organized by
the NGO “Harmonika Montenegrina” from Podgorica.

The festival featured the most eminent artists in the field of classical
accordion: Juri Siskin, Sergey Osokin, Renzo Ruggieri, Pavel Fenjuk,
Vladimir Murza, Petar Maric, Nikola Pekovic, Semionov Smeljkov, Ro-
man Zbanov, Dominik Emorin and many others. Also, at the festival
segment night concerts performed the prominent world artists, such
as Stjepan Hauser, one of the most successful violoncellists of today.
He held a concert at the festival in 2010.

An important part of the festival are the Master classes which are
held for pupils of lower and middle music schools, as well as students
from the Music academy, accordion department. Lecturers at the



workshops are eminent professors who work at the most prestigious
Music Academies in Europe and the world.

Since 2014, we have included a new segment in the festival- Interna-
tional Competition in disciplines: accordion solo, chamber music and
orchestras. This is also the first international competition for classical
accordion in Montenegro.

The exchange of knowledge, practice and experience as well as meet-
ing local and global tendencies in contemporary concert and ped-
agogical practice for accordion is the primary goal of this project.
Unlike many Western European countries where the accordion ex-
periences a true expansion, in our territory, its treatment is unfairly
neglected in relation to some other instruments with a greater musical
tradition. Accordingly, this project will present the most important mu-
sical, technical and technological potentials of the modern accordion
in all music genres by bringing the most famous artists from the world
of accordion. In this way we will undoubtedly contribute to a better
presentation of the instrument.

Our goal is to promote classical music on the accordion and the great
cultural, educational and psychosocial significance of the festival
forms the foundation that our ideas become real.

Predrag Jankovic roden je 1976. godine u Podgorici. Osnovnu muzicku

bovié. Studije harmonike pohadao je na Muzickoj akademiji ,Odessa
National A. V. Nezhdanova“ u Ukrajini, a 1999. god. diplomirao je u
klasi profesora Vladimira Murze sa prosjecnom ocjenom 10. Magistar-
ske studije harmonike u klasi profesora Pavela Fenjuka zavrsio je 2002.
godine na Nacionalnoj muzi¢koj akademiji ,,P.I. Cajkovski“ u Kijevu.

Redovni je profesor na Muzickoj akademiji na Cetinju, Univerzitet
Crne Gore gdje je zaposlen od 2003. godine. Takode, od 2000. do
2008. godine radio je kao profesor harmonike u Umjetnickoj Skoli za
muziku i balet “Vasa Pavi¢” u Podgorici. Njegovi studenti su pobjedni-
ci mnogih medunarodnih takmicenja za harmoniku.

Laureat je brojnih nagrada i priznanja - Prva Specijalna nagrada na Re-
publickom takmicenju u Podgorici (1993) sa maksimalnim brojem po-
ena (100), Prva nagrada u kategoriji dua na Republickom takmicenju
u Podgorici (1994). Jedno od najznacajnijih medunarodnih priznanja
je Prvo mjesto i specijalna nagrada ,,Grand Pri”’ na medunarodnom
takmicenju “Baltika Harmonika” u Sankt Petersburgu (1999). Na me-
dunarodnom muzi¢kom festivalu “Muzika humana” odrzanom 2001.

Osnivac je i direktor prvog Medunarodnog muzi¢kog festivala za kla-
si¢nu harmoniku u Crnoj Gori “Harmonika Fest” koji se kontinuirano
odrzava od 2010. godine i na kojem su nastupili najznacajniji svjetski
umjetnici na harmonici.

Trenutno je pored pedagoskog rada aktivan i kao koncertni izvodjac i
predavac na majstorskim radionicama u okviru festivala za harmoniku
Sirom Evrope.

Predrag Jankovic was born in 1976 in Podgorica. He finished a pri-
mary music school in Podgorica (in the class of Professor Anka Malik-
ovic), where he started secondary music education. He finished the
Music High School “Dr Miloje Milojevic” in Kragujevac (Serbia) in the
class of Professors Jelena Grebovic and Radomir Tomic. He studied
the Accordion at the “Odessa National A. V. Nezhdanova Academy
of Music” in Ukraine. In 1999 he graduated in the class of Professor
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Vladimir Murza with an average grade of 10. In 2002 he finished Mas-
ter’s studies of Accordion in the class of Professor Pavel Feniuk at the
“P.1.Tchaikovsky National Music Academy of Ukraine” in Kiev.

He is a Full Professor at the Music Academy, University of Montenegro
where he has been working since 2003. In addition, from the year 2000
until 2008 he worked as the accordion teacher at the Art school for
music and ballet “Vasa Pavic” in Podgorica. His studentsarethewinner-
sofmany international accordion competitions.

In 2018 within the reform of education for lower music schools to-
gether with his colleague, he wrote a new program for accordion,
which was adopted and accredited by the Ministry of Education of
Montenegro. Also, in 2018 in cooperation with the Art school for mu-
sic and ballet “Vasa Pavic” he organized and coordinated the Master
class for students and Seminar for teachers which was accredited by
the Institute for Education of the Republic of Montenegro. He was
a member of the negotiating group number 25 for Science and Re-
search. He is the laureate of numerous prizes and awards — The First
Special prize at the National competition in Podgorica (1993) with
the maximum number of points (100), the First prize in the catego-
ry of duos at the National competition in Podgorica (1994). One of
the most significant international awards is the First place and special
prize Grand Prix at the International competition “Baltic Accordion”
in St. Petersburg (1999). At the international musical festival “Music
of Humans” held in 2001 in the Ukrainian city of Zaporizhia, by the
audience survey, he was selected as Predrag Jankovié the participant
with the most expressive virtuosity.

He performed solo as well as with various chamber ensembles and
string orchestras at Montenegro and abroad (Serbia, Croatia, Slo-
venia, Ukraine, Slovakia, Austria, France, Netherlands, Finland,
Denmark, ltaly, Spain, and Portugal). In July 2012 he performed at
a concert with jazz band “River” during the cultural program of the
Olympic Games in London.

He recordedthe firstCD of classicalmusic forthe accordion in Montene-
gro ,Virtuous accordion”. Beside the numerous performances at con-
cert stages throughout Europe and the world, he has performed at the



most important music festivals in Montenegro: “KotorArt”, “A- Tempo”,
“Barski ljetopis”, “Espressivo”.

He is a jury member at the most prestigious competitions for accordi-
on such as “World trophy”, “World Cup” and “International encounter
of Accordionists” in Pula (Croatia). He is a Delegate of Montenegro at
the “Confédération Mondiale de I'’Accordéon” (CMA), and within the
National Association of Accordions of Montenegro, which he is one of
the founders, is a member of the “International Confederation of Ac-
cordionists (CIA)".

He is the founder and director of the first International music festival
for classical accordion in Montenegro “Harmonika Fest” which has
been held continuously since 2010, featuring the most prominent
world artists on the accordion.

Currently, in addition to pedagogical work, he is active as a concert
performer (solo and in duo) and a lecturer at Mater classes within the
accordion festivals throughout Europe.

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Bayanist FriedrichLips is one of the most famous and authoritative
musicians in Russia, who also enjoys wide international recognition.
his multifaceted artistic activity in many aspects determines the de-
velopment paths of academic accordion today.

He graduated from the secondary music school in Magnitogorsk
(1967), graduated from the State Music and Pedagogical Institute
named after Gnesins (1972) where he obtained his master’s degree
in 1974 in the class of prof. S.M. Kolobkova.

Since 1971. until 1989. he works as a professor, since 1996 he has
been the head of the department for folk instruments, and since 2004
he has been the head of the department for bayan and accordion.

He is the laureate of the international competition in Klingenthal
(1969, Germany, 1st prize). F. Lips is the first performer of more than
80 works for accordion. Among the authors who dedicated their
works to this musician are: VI. Zolotarey, S. Gubaidulina, E. Denisov, A.
Holminov, R. Ledeney, K. Volkoy, S. Berinsky, E. Podgaits, M. Bronner,
T. Sergeeva, A. Zhurbin and many others.

He recorded over 100 works for the Radio Foundation on 40 CDs that
were released in Russia, USA, Japan, Austria, Germany, Sweden. The
disc with the recording of S. Gubaidulina’s Partita “Seven Words” won
the Golden Range magazine award in Paris and was declared the best
disc of 1991. The disc “Ruski i trepak” received the 3rd prize in the
USA at the competition organized by the private company Just Plain
Folks Music Awards in 2006 in the category of classics among solo
albums out of 25,500 nominated discs.

F. Lips performed in the largest concert halls of the world (Great
Hall of the Tchaikovsky Conservatory - Moscow, Suntory Hall - Tokyo,
Lincoln Center - New York, John Kennedy Center - Washington, Con-
certgebouw - Amsterdam) and with many outstanding musicians: G.
Rozhdestvensky, V. Spivakov, lu Bashmet, G. Kremer, V. Gergiev, V.
lurovsky, lo-lo Ma and others.



Among the students in the class of Professor F. Lips has more than 60
laureates of international and national competitions.

F. Lips is the author of three books: “The Art of Playing the Accordion”,

F. Lips is the initiator and artistic director of the international festival
“Bayans and Accordionists” in Moscow (since 1989), as well as the
initiator of the annual (since 2010) All-Russian Day of Bayans, Accor-
dions and Harmonica in March.

In 2001, the “Muzicka revija” magazine declared him “Musician of
the Year”.

In 2005, the Children’s Art School No. 1 in Yemanzhelinsk was named
after its first graduate, Friedrich Lips.

u muzickoj porodici. Stekao je obrazovanje kao violinista u klasi profe-
sorica Maje Glezarove i NadeZde Beskine na Moskovskom drzavnom
konzervatorijumu, gdje je takode muzicirao u kamernom ansamblu
pod rukovodstvom Mihaila Kopelmana, Valentina Berlinskog, Dmi-
trija Sebalina i Aleksandra Bahcijeva. Godine 1990. postaje laureat u
sastavu kvarteta na Medunarodnom konkursu kamernih ansambala
Vinéenco Belini u Italiji.

Godine 1996. kao ve¢ afirmisani muzi¢ar-violinista, Misa Berkut ostva-
ruje dugogodisnji san i pocinje da savladuje sviranje na drugom instru-
mentu, a bila je to viola koja mu je znatno viSe odgovarala po svom
karakteru i zvucanju. Vec nakon mjesec dana uspjesno je debitovao u
ulozi violiste u koncertnoj sali Moskovskog konzervatorijuma, a kroz pola
godine upisuje postdiplomske studije u klasi profesora Jurija BaSmeta.

Predavao je na Moskovskom drzavnom konzervatorijumu od 2005. do

televiziju. ZasluZzeni umjetnik Rusije.

Misha Berkut- Described by the composer Rodion Shchedrin as “one
of the most brilliant violists in the world”, Russian-born Misha Berkut
started his career as a violinist, having quickly gained an outstanding
reputation as a soloist and ensemble player. Whilst performing a wide
variety of repertoire ranging from classical works to contemporary mu-
sic and rock, he realised, aged 26 that the sound and style of the viola
lay much closer to his heart. After only a month of study he made his
debut as a violist in the Concert Hall of the Moscow Conservatoire.

Having trained as a violinist at the Moscow Conservatoire at the hands
of such distinguished teachers as Maya Glezarova and Nadezhda Besh-
kina and gained experience in ensemble-playing under the direction
of musicians such as Alexander Bakhchiev, Valentin Berlinsky, Mikhail
Kopelman and others, Misha soon mastered the viola, and within six
months enrolled at the Conservatoire as a postgraduate viola student
in the class of Yuri Bashmet. During these years he was active as both
violist and violinist, often playing both instruments in the same concert.

Already a winner of International Vincenzo Bellini Chamber Ensem-
bles Competition in Italy in 1990, he then began to prepare for solo



competitions as a violist. In 1997, after eighteen months of study, he
became a laureate of the prestigious Lionel Tertis International Viola
Competition on the Isle of Man, the first Russian prize-winner at that
competition since its establishment in 1980. He went on to win the
Yuri Bashmet Moscow International Viola Competition.

Since then he has performed in all of the world’s major venues, and
with some of its most outstanding musicians, among them lvri Gitlis,
Yuri Bashmet, Kolja Blacher, Natalia Gutman, Gidon Kremer, Alexei
Lubimov, Aleksander Rudin and Naum Shtarkman. The festivals at
which he has appeared include December Nights of Sviatoslav Rich-
ter, Territory, Moscow Autumn in Russia, Berliner Festwochen, the
Oleg Kagan Musikfest in Germany, the Bath International Music Festi-
val in England and Gaudeamus in the Netherlands.

Misha Berkut has given the Russian premieres of works by compos-
ers such as York Bowen, Mikhail Bronner, Morton Feldman, Michael
Nyman, Nino Rota, Efrem Podgaits, Valentin Silvestrov, Vladimir Dash-
kevich, and some of the leading Russian composers of the day have
dedicated viola works to him.

An “Honoured Artist of Russia” from 2002 and Associate Professor at
the Moscow State Conservatoire from 2005 to 2016, Misha Berkut
has made numerous television and radio performances and CD re-
cordings. He was a member of the jury of various international music
competitions and has given master classes all around the world.
